My Adams side of the
family purchased land around 1830, on what was to be
the National Road between Dunrieth and Lewisville in
Henry County, which stayed in the family until about
1980. The rest of the family settled on or near the
Rush/Henry County line in the early 1820’s, also very
close to the National Road. | am fairly certain these
people never once considered the important part that
they were playing in history.

Courthouse Square Historic District on their List of Indiana’s 10 Most Emdadd andmarks. The Indiana
National Road Association (INRA) has also taken a number of steps to adf@gateservation in the town.
Historic Preservation Commission hearing at the end of 2003 was a emtledtmeeting with local residents wh
advocated against permitting the Greenfield Christian Church tddear these two historic structures. The voi
of the public was not heard, and requests to seek alternatives fromahRALFI were ignored. In March, the
landmarks of the past became another vacant lot in Gree
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The Indiana National Road Association recently awarded three fagddeation grants to property owners
who want to rehabilitate and restore their landmark buildings around demfi&d Courthouse Square Historic
District instead of tearing them down. The grants were funded through dgisiRA from the Efroymson Fund
of the Central Indiana Community Foundation.

Due to the efforts of INRA, the support from Historic Landmarks Foundation ofniadéend most of all the
cooperation and dedication from these property owners, travelers alongtrecHNational Road will now see a

restored Art Deco Theater, owned by the Hancock County Visitors Bureau, wskd gs an arts center. On theli

approach into town from the east, a two-story commercial structure hdrsiinges Florist Shop will be repainte
Across from the Courthouse, a building whose lower facade was lost over aatliey@go, is now being restore
by the owner of Greenfield Insurance and Financial Services, and will lzelfeyishe Bread Ladies’ bakery and
coffee shop.
